Jr. High Area All-State Vocal Selection

Process adopted  November 3, 2007

Revised and adopted November 8, 2008

Following the selection process for the 2007 Jr. High Area All-State, it was determined by the selection committee that the system needed to be tweaked so that the students were selected for the Area All-State Chorus were truly the most deserving students and the students that would create the highest quality performance for our Jr. High choral students.

It was decided that we would continue to use solo sheets as first consideration.  Applications submitted without sheets would go to the bottom of the piles for each voice part and would be considered after all others. 

It was also decided that we would continue our policy of NOT considering any level VI scores for Jr. High Area All-State Chorus.

Following the implementation of this process for the 2008 Area All-State selection it was determined that some inequities existed and the integration of scores was revised, as indicated below. 

The selection process will proceed as follows:

· Applications will be separated into voice parts.

· Each voice part will then be separated into 5 piles by Solo levels 1 through 5 and ordered top to bottom in solo score order.

· The selection will begin by taking all perfect scores (100 or 28) of Level 5, Level 4 , and Level 3. (change as of 11/8/08)

· Selection will continue in the following order:

Level 5 – 99

Level 5 – 98

Level 4 – 27

Level 3 – 27

Level 5 – 97

Level 5 – 96

Level 4 – 26

Level 3 – 26

Level 2 – 28

Level 1 – 28

Level 5 – 95

Level 5 – 94

Level 3 – 25

Level 2 – 27

Level 1 – 27

Level 5 – 93

Level 5 – 92

Level 4 – 24

Level 3 – 24

Level 2 – 26

Level 1 – 26

  And will proceed following the same numerical pattern until the desired number has been selected for the particular voice part.

· Applications without sheets will be accepted after all others have been considered.

· It was also encouraged that more teachers consider sending applications for boys for the alto voice part.
