The pre-assessment is out of 28 points.  A score of 21 or greater indicates proficiency (75%).  Of 96 L2 students who took the pre-assessment:

75% of L2 Music students will meet or exceed their individual growth targets for 2012-2013.

Individual student targets were calculated using the following formulae:

If X < 9, Target shall be X + 9.

If X > 8, Target shall be X + (25 – X)/2
